Fourth Sunday of Easter readings:  Acts 4:8-12; Psalm 118; John 10:11-28 
 

Prayer of the Day:  Loving Lord, you sent Jesus to give us real life, your life.  Because we belong to you, help us 
live as your children and follow Jesus by loving others and caring for those who need help.  As his sisters and 
brothers, may we always recognize his voice when he calls us and leads us to you.  We ask you to do this 
through that very same Jesus, who lives with you, forever and ever. 
 

Sometimes things happen that we truly do not understand.  That is what was happening with the people in Jesus time.  Peo-
ple were being healed after years of illness and they could not understand how that could be.  At that time, many people be-
lieved that if a child was deformed it was because of a sin of the parent.  They did not have the modern information we have 
on hand for us.  So when Jesus healed someone, many thought it was witchcraft or something.  Even when Jesus tried to tell 
them it was because that person believed in him and his Father from Heaven, that did not change their minds.  So in the first 
reading, Peter is trying to help them understand that the healing that had happened was from God through Jesus.  Jesus was 
compared to a Shepherd the leads his flock of sheep and protects them unconditionally.  Just like the sheep know the Shep-
herdôs voice, we know Jesus voice and understand that he loves us and protects us.  Jesus will never leave us.  How do we 
listen to his voice today?  Who tells you about Jesus?  Parents?  Teachers?  Priests?  Jesus works through these people and 
wants us all to be ñone flock of sheep with one shepherdò.  What can you do to help everyone be united as ñone flockò?   ñI am 
the Good Shepherd.  I know my sheep, and my sheep know meò.
